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Of nuts and bolts (6) 

Cars, inside and out (TESLA) 

1. How do cars move about the factory?  

The moment the body is assembled and painted, it moves about the factory by itself using 
‘smartcarts’, fully automated robots that follow a magnetic strip on the factory floor. 

2. How automated is the process? Give an example of a versatile robot. 

With a total of 160 robots, automation is utilised to the fullest. The factory houses a variety of 
robots with one of the most versatile one that which places the seats in the car. This robot is able 
to change tools and can also place front and rear windows. 

3. What is so special about having design engineers in the factory?  

Having design engineers make the process very nimble and quick. 

4. How long does it take to make a ModelS? 

The process from raw materials to the end of the line takes 3 to 5 days. 

The sky is the limit 

Take-away idea: innovations do not happen in isolation; sometimes they require other innovations to 
get traction, become feasible. 

disruptive innovations = seriously upset the status quo through simpler, cheaper and more 
convenient products eg. pc, digital camera 

sustaining innovations -> do no more than improve on existing products for existing markets eg. 
IPhoneX 

operational innovations = improve or reinvent business processes eg. Wall-mart’s cross docking 

strategic innovations = reinforce the company’s market position eg. AB InBev 

demand innovations = discover new customer expectations and adapt to meet them eg. Spotify, 
Netflix 

Open innovation 

old-school innovation = innovation that depends on having all the brain-power required for innovation 
in-house and weed good ideas from bad ones through a strict funnel. The resulting product would then 
be pushed onto consumers. 

open innovation = stop using a closed funnel but let ideas float in and out throughout the process: 
open innovation depends on getting valuable outside ideas in through acquisitions or inbound 
licensing, while letting valuable internal ideas that do not fit with core strategy be allowed to live on 
as spin-offs or as licensing deals. The results are products and services that better meet customer 
expectations. 
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technology push = sell a product because you came up with it, not because there is market demand 
(≠ demand innovation) 

ecosystem = system of organizations which share resources and ideas 

funnel approach = use a gatekeeper process to weed out useful ideas from others (typical of 
traditional R&D departments) 

licensing = allow others to use your technology in return for a fee 

spinoffs = set up separate companies to develop innovations rather than keep them onboard within a 
bigger, already existing entity  

royalty payments = pay fees for being allowed to use IP-protected technology or concepts (IP = 
intellectual property: patents)  

technology scouts = experts who are on the look-out for promising new technology developments 

start-up acquisitions = instead of developing ideas in-house, buy a new start-up that has promising 
technology, IP, staff (= acqui-hiring or talent hiring) 

Out with the old… 

blue-ocean strategy = to create a new market without any competitors; vs. red-ocean 

creative destruction = disruptive innovation = innovations destroy previous solutions 

ostentatiously = in a pretentious or showy way (designed to impress) 

an entrepreneur = someone who develops an idea into a marketable product and builds an 
organization around it  

a digit = a number  

an apprentice = someone who learns a trade/craft

Dollars in and out (7) 

New methods of payment 

Financial technology (FinTech or fintech) = a new industry that uses technology to improve activities in 
finance. The use of smartphones for mobile banking, investing services and cryptocurrency are 
examples of technologies aiming to make financial services more accessible to the general public.  

Point-of-Sale (POS) = point of purchase (POP) = the time and place where a retail transaction is 
completed. 

Digital wallets = an electronic device or online service that allows an individual to make electronic 
transactions. This can include purchasing items on-line with a computer or using a smartphone to 
purchase something at a store.  

Personalized authentication methods = a way of assuring someone’s identity, e.g. through facial 
recognition or automated fingerprint identification. 

Blockchain = technology that powers Bitcoin  

= (short) A type of network that can be used to record and track any type of data (financial transactions, 
medical records, …). Blockchain was designed to be decentralized and distributed across a large 
network of computers. This reduced the ability for data tampering and the need for an intermediary, 
like a bank. 

= (detailed) A blockchain is a growing list of records, called blocks, which are linked using cryptography. 
Each block contains a cryptographic hash of the previous block, a timestamp, and transaction data 
(generally represented as a merkle tree root hash). By design, a blockchain is resistant to modification 
of the data. It is "an open, distributed ledger that can record transactions between two parties 
efficiently and in a verifiable and permanent way". For use as a distributed ledger, a blockchain is 
typically managed by a peer-to-peer network collectively adhering to a protocol for inter-node 
communication and validating new blocks.  

Internet of Things (IoT) = the network of physical devices, vehicles, home appliances, and other items 
embedded with electronics, software, sensors, actuators, and connectivity which enables these things 
to connect and exchange data. 

When forces turn into levers 

debt financing / loan =  incurring a debt by borrowing money 

equity financing / stake = securing funds by issuing shares and giving people/organizations a stake in 
the organisation  

crowdfunding / pledge =  people pledge to make a donation to a start-up project in exchange for 
goodwill, product, extras,...  

sweat equity / bootstrapping = scraping together funding: FFF: friends fools family, own savings, etc. 
No stake is given in the company, nor debts are incurred. 
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Wisdom of the crowds 

Crowdfunding = the practice of funding a project or venture by raising money from a large number of 
people who each contribute a relatively small amount, typically via the Internet 

3 tips for making a crowdfunding campaign a success:  

1. Be proactive (offer perks) 
2. Use video 
3. Set a realistic deadline 

5 benefits of crowdfunding a startup company  

1. Gauge demand  and minimize risks 
2. Marketing insights -> test your marketing 
3. Extra promotion  
4. You get customer data  
5. Money

Sandbagging = trying to fight off a hostile takeover  

Waving the white flag = surrender 

Dawn raids = unexpected buying of shares at the bell (at the opening or close of the market)

Lay-off (or layoff) = discharge of employees = dismissal  

Redundancy = the state of being not or no longer useful = disposable  

Pursue a new job = look for a new job, search for a new position 

 

Planned obsolescence vs circular economy vs linear economy 

Planned obsolescence = producing stuff with a limited timeline a policy of producing 
consumer goods that rapidly become obsolete and so require replacing, achieved by 
frequent changes in design, termination of the supply of spare parts, and the use of non-
durable materials eg. IPhones 

Circular economy = system aimed at eliminating waste with continual use of resources (reuse 
– recycle – reduce) -> leasing ~license (not owning) 

Linear economy = disposal of waste, system in which you own stuff 
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Mergers and acquisitions 

Acquisition = take-over = the process of acquiring a company to build on strengths or weaknesses of 
the acquiring company -> overname 

 

 

 

An acquihire = a talent acquisition = the purchase of one company by another for the sole purpose of 
retaining the business's employees. The purchaser typically has no interest in the products, services or 
assets made available to them through the acquisition and are likely to discontinue products and 
dispose of assets.  

Merger = similar to an acquisition but refers more strictly to combining all of the interests of both 
companies into a stronger single company -> fusie 

 

 

 

 

Why do mergers and acquisitions take place?  

1. tax advantages eg Singapore gives huge tax advantages for mergers 
2. Obtaining easier access to a skilled labor force: (human talent) One of the conditions for 

merging with or acquiring another company is to retain the staff and integrate them in the 
new company. These are legal requirements imposed by national and international 
regulations. The good news is that if you plan on starting a company in Dubai by taking over 
another business, you will benefit from skilled and English-speaking employees as most 
workers there speak English. 

3. diversify your portfolio: wider range of services or products which can be explored, by joining 
forces, the portfolio of the new business can increase even more and gain access to a larger 
market share 

4. cost reduction: building production centers, storage, and distribution facilities are all quite 
expensive, but buying or merging with a company, even if from another country, which already 
has such facilities, will turn out way cheaper than building new ones.  

5. Market extension:  the smaller the country the larger the access to its market will be by taking 
over a company there 

6. Preventing competition -> Mergers and acquisitions can mean greater financial power and 
more influence: As a chain reaction, having a greater financial power will also mean occupying 
a larger share of the market and having more influence over the customers by reducing the 
competition 

7. Bail-out -> rescue from bankruptcy by an acquisition  
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Give an example of an (un)successful merger/acquisition and explain why it turned out badly/well?  

UNSUCCESSFUL: eBay and Skype Merger 

In 2005, eBay Inc. (NASDAQ: EBAY) purchased Skype for $2.6 billion.1 The purchase price was 
extremely high considering that Skype had only $7 million in revenues. Meg Whitman, eBay's CEO, 
justified the acquisition by arguing that Skype would improve the auction site by giving its users a 
better platform for communicating. Ultimately eBay's users rejected Skype's technology considering it 
unnecessary for conducting auctions, and the rationale for the purchase dissipated. Two years after 
the acquisition, eBay informed its shareholders that it would write down the value of Skype by $900 
million.2 In 2011, eBay was fortunate to find a higher bidder for Skype. It sold Skype to Microsoft and 
realized a $1.4 billion profit. While the eBay and Skype merger failed because eBay miscalculated its 
customers' demand for Skype's product, other M&A deals have failed for completely different reasons. 

SUCCESSFUL: Google and Android Acquisition 

In 2005, Google acquired Android for an estimated $50 million. At the time of the deal, Android was 
an unknown mobile startup company. The move made it possible for Google to compete in a market 
owned by Microsoft with Windows Mobile and Apple’s iPhone. This deal is a successful acquisition 
example, 54.5 percent, of U.S. smartphone subscribers use a Google Android device as of May 2018.
